&lt;p&gt;Initially played just by the Italian immigrants, &#128516;  the game ha

s slowly become more popular with their descendants and more broadly.&lt;/p&gt;

&lt;p&gt;Having developed from games played &#128516;  in the Roman Empire, Bocc

e developed into its present form in Italy,[6] where it is called bocce, the plu

ral of &#128516;  the Italian word boccia which means &#39;bowl&#39; in the gene

ral sporting sense,[7] it spread around Europe and also in regions &#128516;  to

 which Italians have migrated.&lt;/p&gt;

&lt;p&gt;From then on, the side which &#128516;  does not have the ball closest 

to the jack has a chance to bowl, up until one side or the &#128516;  other has 

used their four balls.&lt;/p&gt;

&lt;p&gt;The object of the game is &#128516;  for a team to get as many of its b

alls as possible closer to the target ball (jack, boccino, pallino) &#128516;  t

han the opposing team.&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt;The team with the closest ball to the jack is the only team that can sc

ore points &#128516;  in any frame.&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt;The scoring team receives one point for each of their balls that is clo

ser to the jack than &#128516;  the closest ball of the other team.&lt;/p&gt;
&lt;p&gt;The length of a game varies by region but is typically from 7 to &#1285
